ANRJ Board of Directors Meeting
April 16, 2013

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 10:12 a.m.  An attendance sheet was circulated in lieu of roll call.

Approval of Minutes:  Prior to the meeting the minutes of the February 19, 2013 meeting were distributed through email.  Ann Moore motioned to approve the minutes and Ronald Hutchinson seconded.  The minutes were approved; Wayne DeFeo abstained.
Correspondence:  President D’Altilio read a thank you letter from former Board Member Bernie Peterson.
Officers’ Reports

President’s Report:

Appointed Board members slate was approved by a vote via email: President D’Altilio requested a motion to accept the Nominated Slate of Officials; Ann Moored motioned the approval and Ronald Hutchinson seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

President D’Altilio stated future ANJR  April meetings will be scheduled not to conflict with SWANA meetings.

President D’Altilio thanked the ANJR members who attended a meeting with Senator Smith regarding S2528 and the Board will discuss this issue later during this meeting.
President D’Altilio reported that ANJR is still waiting for a letter from Guy Watson explaining REA funding in the pending budget.  A brief discussion ensued and it was determined that if a letter is not received within the near future ANJR will send a letter to the Governor’s office and the DEP Commissioner.

President D’Altilio also reported that Rutgers University is currently reorganizing the CRP website and in order to maintain your CRP status you must maintain 20 credits over two (2) years with a minimum of six (6) classroom credits.
Vice Presidents’ Reports:
Development:

Ronald Hutchinson reported that David Sliker had been added to the School Recycling Committee and that their next conference call is scheduled in May, with additional meetings every 5-6 weeks.  Mr. Hutchinson stated that the committee’s current primary focus is gathering information and in order to achieve this subcommittees are required.  The subcommittees will review existing information, attempt to make everything current and provide the opportunity for school districts to discuss their successful and unsuccessful recycling programs.
Mr. Hutchinson also discussed current ANRJ scholarship opportunities.  Scholarships are open to immediate family members of current ANJR members.

Programs:
Monica Gismondi expressed her gratitude to all Board members for their help in making the Annual Meeting another successful event.

Wayne DeFeo discussed the availability of two (2) Workforce Grants through the US Green Building Council of NJ and the NJ Department of Labor.  Mr. DeFeo stated that the grants are free of charge and they can be tailored to the needs of the group.  Mr. DeFeo suggested that ANJR host a meeting, “Recycling as a Component of Green Building”, and after offer continuing education units.  It was voted on by the Board and approved to hold a joint presentation after the May 21, 2013 ANJR Board of Directors with the County Coordinators.

Treasurer:

Donna Caputo discussed the 2013 1st Quarter ANJR balance sheet and corresponding financials.  A brief discussion ensued about membership and afterwards President D’Altilio motioned to file the financials with the auditor.  Mr. DeFeo seconded the motion and it was unanimously approved.
Executive Director’s Report:
Marie Kruzan reported on membership and gave a brief summary of the Annual Meeting.
Ms. Kruzan reported on the ANJR meeting with Senator Smith regarding S2528.  After her initial report Ms. Kruzan requested the Board determine their official position on the matter and a lengthy discussion ensued.  The following is a brief summary:

1.) The Board voted to oppose the any proposed state wide exemption, to the source separation law, with Mr. DeFeo abstaining.

2.) The Board voted unanimously to oppose the redefining Type 10 waste (wet/dry, putresible/non-putrescible).
3.) The Board voted unanimously to oppose the mixing of any type of Type 10 waste with recyclables

4.) The Board voted unanimously to oppose mixing any institutional waste with recyclables

5.) The Board voted unanimously to consider allowing  recyclables to be mixed with 13 & 13c, 27  but not with a blanket state wide exemption but will consider a county exemption process

6.) ANJR is considering supporting a 3rd Party Certification Process
7.) ANJR understands that Senator Smith is expecting a compromise.

8.) Senator Smith stated that any compromise must satisfy the Utility Authorities.

9.) ANJR wants to disprove opponents statements through success stories and 3rd party publications

Committee Reports:

Legislation:
Carole Tolmachewich reported on S2528 and REA funding.  Details on S2528 funding are in the Executive Director’s Report and REA funding in the President’s Report.  President D’Altilio and Ms. Kruzan requested Ms. Tolmachewich report during their presentations.

Golf Committee:

Nancy Paquette reported that ANJR requires 72 golfers to breakeven.  Currently, 36 individuals stated they would attend, but no paperwork is submitted.  Ms. Paquette stated that ANJR needs support from the Board for volunteer positions.  Ms. Paquette also requested assistance from the Board in obtaining prizes for the outing.
Adjournment:
Donna Caputo motioned to adjourn the meeting and Monica Gismondi seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 12:12 pm.
