Morris County MUA

   
Session called to order at the Morris County Municipal Utilities Authority building by ANJR Board Member Penny Jones at 10 am.  Ms. Jones reminded attendees to sign in and out to earn full recertification credits.  

Ms. Jones announced that the ANJR annual meeting will be held on 3/21/13.  Delbarton School will host a showing of the video, Bag It, on 3/7/12, 6:30pm. Kathleen Hourihan summarized Senate Bill No. 2528, sponsored by Senator Bob Smith, regarding exemptions for commercial and institutional solid waste generators from source separation requirements of municipal recycling ordinances if recyclable materials are otherwise recycled at a certified materials recycling facility (MRF) and a written tonnage report is provided.  Marie Kruzan said that the NJDEP has not reviewed this bill.  There are no criteria for certification of MRF’s or specific details about how the requirements of this bill would work. The NJDEP plans a pilot project to audit a MRF.   A discussion followed about the devaluation of mandated material when it is mixed with garbage, the accuracy of tonnage reporting, the advancement of sorting technology, subpar recycling, and scarcity of NJDEP inspectors.  Larry Gindoff said that under the current law, dirty MRF’s are implicating generators in illegal activities.  Very little is actually being recycled and when C&D material is used as landfill cover or as an energy source, it is beneficial use and not considered recycling.  ANJR will keep abreast of developments with this bill and notify membership accordingly.
Ms. Kruzan summarized other legislation that ANJR is reviewing including those involving plastic bags, scrap metal, grease recycling, and use of dedicated funds for their original purpose.  Legislation includes:

A-3414  Spencer, L.G. (D-29) Concerns regulation of grease recycling industry.  
A-3636  Dancer, R.S. (R-12) Makes various revisions to scrap metal law.

ACR-83  Carroll, M.P. (R-25); McHose, A.L. (R-24) Proposes a constitutional amendment to prohibit the diversion of dedicated State revenue and to suspend dedicated revenue measures if not appropriated for their dedicated purposes during a fiscal year. 

AR-135  Riley, C.M. (D-3) Urges State and businesses to facilitate and encourage recycling of plastic products. 
S-77  Bateman, C. (R-16) "Plastic Carryout Bag and Film Plastic Recycling Act."
S-484  Thompson, S.D. (R-12) Prohibits solid waste collectors from billing for residential collection services more than 30 days in advance of the service.
S-812  Smith, B. (D-17); Whelan, J. (D-2); Greenstein, L.R. (D-14) "Carryout Bag Reduction and Recycling Act."

S-1684  Rice, R.L. (D-28) Authorizes issuance of "municipal solid waste disposal only" license to certain applicants.
S-1717  Sweeney, S.M. (D-3) Eliminates exception to public advertising and bidding requirements for local public contracts involving marketing of recyclable materials.
S-1773  Turner, S.K. (D-15) Revises law concerning scrap metal businesses.

S-2158  Sweeney, S.M. (D-3) Requires release of bid list prior to bid date under "Local Public Contracts Law."
S-2162  Norcross, D. (D-5) Revises law concerning the purchase of scrap metal.

S-2167  Turner, S.K. (D-15); Greenstein, L.R. (D-14) Provides for permanent debarment from government contracting of any person who is convicted of certain crimes involving government contracts.
S-2176  Lesniak, R.J. (D-20) Concerns regulation of grease recycling industry.
Eric Gabrielson, ReCommunity, asked for suggestions about how to prevent frozen or water-logged loads.  Discussion followed regarding tarping of rolloffs, lids on containers and stormwater regulations.  
Ms. Jones led discussion of caps/lids on bottles.  Consensus was that caps/lids should be removed because bottles must be empty when traveling over the sorting machinery.   Otherwise, the optical sort will send them to the garbage pile.  
Ron Lotterman, Fairlawn, shared information about plastic toy recycling, www.secondchancetoys.org. 

Lisa Hamilton, NJ Natural Gas, questioned recycling of batteries and urged reuse of household items.   Discussion followed about recycling options.

Eileen Hladky, Chatham Township, asked how to help senior citizens remove and recycle large televisions.  Discussion followed about nonprofit groups that will assist them with removal and available recycling outlets.
